“ORDENAMIENTO ECOLOGICO MARINO Y REGIONAL DEL GOLFO DE
MEXICO Y MAR CARIBE”.

El pasado 28 de septiembre, en la ciudad y
puerto de Veracruz, el Secretario de Medio
Ambiente y Recursos Naturales, Ing. José
Luis Luege Tamargo, presentd la Politica
Ambiental Nacional para el Desarrollo
Sustentable de Océanos y Costas de
México.

A través de este instrumento, el gobierno
mexicano busca establecer las bases para
el fortalecimiento de sus politicas publicas
en las regiones costeras y marinas, asi
como la gestion ambiental eficiente de sus recursos naturales.

Esta Politica Ambiental establece el marco estratégico para la conservacién y uso
sustentable de los océanos y costas y las acciones para el alineamiento y
articulacion de las politicas publicas y sectoriales. Propone a su vez un modelo de
enfoque basado en el ecosistema, holistico, adaptativo, multidisciplinario vy
participativo.

Asimismo, se firmé el Convenio Marco de Coordinacion para el Ordenamiento
Ecologico Marino y Regional del Golfo de México y Mar Caribe, donde participan
los seis estados que conforman la region, nueve dependencias del gobierno
federal y dos entidades paraestatales.

Este ordenamiento ecoldgico representa el
ejercicio nacional mas importante de
ordenamiento marino-terrestre e integrara
dos  ambitos de  jurisdiccion; el
ordenamiento marino de competencia
federal y el regional que corresponde a la
porcion terrestre costera de competencia
estatal de la cuenca del Golfo de México y
Mar Caribe.
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MEXICO PRESENTS THE “NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY FOR THE
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF COEANS AND COASTS” AND SIGNS THE
AGREEMENT TO START THE “ECOLOGICAL SEA AND COASTAL USE
PLANNING PROCESS OF THE GULF OF MEXICO AND CARIBBEAN SEA”.

The 28th of September in the State of
Veracruz of the Gulf of Mexico, the Minister
of Environment and Natural Resources Mr.
Jose Luis Luego Tamargo, presented the
“National Environmental Policy for the
Sustainable Development of Oceans and
Coasts”. Through this instrument, the
Mexican government establishes the solid
bases to strength its public policies towards
an efficient management of natural
resources in coastal and marine areas.

This new Environmental Policy provides the strategic framework for the
conservation and sustainable use of oceans and coasts and includes the
guidelines to articulate public and sectorial policies. In addition, this policy presents
a model based on the ecosystem management and approach, which is holistic,
adaptive, multisectorial and enhance a wider public participation.

During this event the agreement to conduct the process for the “Ecological Sea
and Coastal Use Planning of the Gulf of Mexico and Caribbean Sea” was signed,
with the participation of the six states pertaining to this region (Tamaulipas,
Veracruz, Tabasco, Campeche, Yucatan and Quintana Roo) and eleven federal
agencies.

This is considered the largest and most
important process for the Ecological Sea and
Coastal Use Planning, that will incorporate
the marine and coastal terrestrial portion
under federal and state jurisdiction
respectively in the Gulf of Mexico and
Caribbean Sea.
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
